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PROBLEM STATEMENT:
 
/usr/opt/pm/bin/pmgrd has a memory leak.

PROBLEM SYMPTOM:
 
Depending on use, the pmgrd will either core dump or just become unavailable.

SOLUTION: 

Replacement pmgrd is available for customer distribution.

ADDITIONAL COMMENTS: 

The file pmgrd_oct8.tar.gz is located on node guru.zko.dec.com in directory
misc/osf/pmgrd.  This file can be copied with ftp using the anonymous 
login id and your mail address for the password.

The gziped tar file contains two versions of pmgrd: pmgrd_4 and pmgrd_5.  
The suffix corresponds to the appropriate Tru64 UNIX version.  You will 
need to copy the appropriate image in place of the current subagent running 
on a system by replacing:  /usr/opt/pm/bin/pmgrd (and removing the  _4  or 
_5 extension).



Using root access it is also necessary to RESTART the subagent by first 
killing its PID:

     #  ps -ef  | grep pmgrd
     # kill <PID>

And then start the new one:

     # /usr/opt/pm/bin/pmgrd
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
