To enable two or more HP-UX host servers to share a RAID subsystem in a high availability cluster, you
will need Hewlett Packard’s MC/ServiceGuard software, a Compaq StorageWorks RAID SCSI Connec-
tion Kit, (part number DS-SWXK&x), and this roadmap to serve as your master guide.

This roadmap is a checklist of the major steps required for preparing high availability cluster components
in sequence — including the RAID subsystem, HP host servers, Ultra/SCSI hardware, and the
MC/ServiceGuard software. This roadmap presides over all other documentation that you have been
provided with, and refers you to those sources as required to complete the enabling process.
