1. If you are installing a new board, refer to the Enterprise server
system manual for rules for selecting a board slot.

2. Open the extraction levers by pulling the ends of both levers
toward you.

3. Insert the board partway into the card cage slot.
• For a front slot in a 16-slot or 8-slot card cage, orient the board

with the component side down. (See below.)

• For a rear slot in a 16-slot or 8-slot card cage, orient the board

component side up. (See above.)

• For a 4-slot card cage with vertical slots, orient the board with the

component side to the right.
