Note — The Sun Ultra 30 will support a maximum of one physical GigabitEthernet
card unless a second card is configured for dual homing and in standby mode. Sun
Ultra Enterprise systems will support a maximum of two physical GigabitEthernet
cards (two PCI or one PCI and one SBus) unless the cards are configured for dual
homing. In which case, the systems will support four cards if two are in standby
mode.
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
